1. ��What is the difference between project 
installations vs. Kieffer’s standard 
installations? 
There is not a big difference between standard 
installation versus project installation. The only 
major difference is that you are working with 
multiple tradesmen and more units to get the 
job done.

2. �What makes a project flow smoothly? 
One of the major reasons a project flows 
smoothly is communication.  It really helps to 
establish a “Scope of Work” between us and 
the GC, so that everyone knows what needs to 
be done before we get to the job site.

3. ��What type of challenges do you face with 
project installation? 
Since we work with multiple tradesmen on 
a larger-scale installation, you must make 
sure everyone’s jobs are completed at the 
right time because you don’t want to prevent 
anyone from completing their work.

4. ��What is your favorite type of appliance 
to work with? 
As the one who oversees the team with the 
delivery and installation, we don’t have a 
specific favorite appliance.  They are all my 
favorites as I have been doing this for over 
20 years.

5. ��How have you turned a negative situation 
into a positive one at Kieffer’s? 
It starts when you wake up in the morning. 
You need to realize that even if something 
becomes a negative situation, you need to 
turn it into something positive. Only positivity 
is welcome at Kieffer’s.

6. ��What is one tool you can’t work without? 
The two most important tools for us are a 
level and measuring tape. Those are the two 
that you need to complete any installation.

7. ��Can you give us any tips for future project 
installation? 
It is helpful to send one of our project 
installation employees out to a job location 
ahead of time, before delivery and installation 
take place, to go over all the details before 
delivery. It is a huge help to make sure you 
figure out all the potential issues before 
providing the appliances.

Sub-Zero, Wolf, and Cove 
80th Anniversary
Sub-Zero, Wolf, and Cove are celebrating 80 years!  What 
a huge milestone from a company founded by Norwegian 
immigrants with a mind for innovation.  As a refrigerator 
salesman for Frigidaire, Westye Bakke spent his free time 
tinkering with his refrigeration prototypes to develop a reliable 
way to store insulin for his young son with juvenile diabetes. 
Recognizing the potential broad appeal of his innovations, 
Westye founded the Sub-Zero Freezer Company in 1945, 
introducing the industry’s first system for preserving food at 
ultra-low temperatures.

By the 1950s, after working with an in-house engineer, Sub-Zero began producing more 
streamlined looks: units with rounded corners and “built-ins” that sat flush against 
countertops and blended with existing cabinetry. In 1955, Sub-Zero introduced dual 
refrigeration—separate, sealed systems for the refrigerator and freezer. 

From there, the company continued to grow, acquiring the residential arm of Wolf in 
2000, a company renowned for its experience in commercial cooking. This line was 
designed to assist serious, passionate cooks and included more than 50 products. By 
2010, the company introduced nearly 70 new products, including the Wolf Convection 
Steam Oven in 2012. In 2018, the company unveiled the Cove Dishwasher, completing the 
trifecta of kitchen appliances.

With times and tastes changing in home cooking, Sub-Zero, Wolf, and Cove have tapped 
into a growing trend to provide restaurant-quality cooking and entertaining, expertly 
preserving fine wines, and extending the same level of kitchen capabilities to the outdoor 
entertaining spaces.
